The Boulder Fire Training Center con-
sists of three structures.  The first is the 
administrative, classroom and equip-
ment storage building.  The second 
structure is the “Burn Building” which is  
a concrete frame with non-load bearing 
CMU walls which can be removed and 
replaced. The intent is for the building 
to be lit on fire daily as part of training 
exercises.  The third structure is a 
training tower designed to accommo-
date multiple roof and building geome-
tries for ladder training.

Architect Rafael Vinoly designed this 
$280 million building to reflect the 
curved geometry of the suspension 
bridges along the river and the zoning 
envelope established by the skyline of 
the downtown area.  
 
The primary functional goal was to cre-
ate a large column-free exhibit space.  
The cable suspended roof structure is 
the focal point of the building’s form, 
and allows the 350’ x 1000’ assembly 
space to be free of columns.  At the 
time of its construction is was the larg-
est LEED Gold building in the United 
States.
